‘Audience Seating:

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

45 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:

« One space near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.
